How to Find your Books.

1. Go to IS318.com. On the LEFT side click on LIBRARY.

2. On the RIGHT side of the page, click on IS 318 LIBRARY OPAC. You are now in the library catalog.

3. Put in your TOPIC in the search box. Next to the search box select SUBJECT, beside that box select BOOK. After you have all these boxes selected click GO. 
4. Wait for your results. Read through each summary of the books. Write down the TITLE / AUTHOR/ YEAR of the book that sounds like it is best for you.

How to Find your Articles

5. Go to IS318.com. On the LEFT side click on LIBRARY.

6. On the LEFT side of the page, click on EBSCO. In the USER NAME and PASSWORD box, type in emdehostos, the click LOG IN. You are now in the article database system.

7. Go down to KID SEARCH and click on it. 

8. Go down to SEARCH BY TOPIC and click on SCIENCE.

9. Type in your topic in the search box the click GO

10. Wait for your results. Read through each summary of the articles. Write down the TITLE / AUTHOR/ YEAR of the article that sounds like it is best for you.

How to Find your Website

1. Go to IS318.com. On the LEFT side click on LIBRARY.
2. On the RIGHT side of the page, click on SCIENCE. Move down the page until you see boxes of different colors.

3. Go to the box labeled PHYSICAL SCIENCE. Choose a website to use from this box. 

a. If your topic is in Chemistry, you may use CHEM4KIDS or CHEMISTRY.

b. If your topic is in Physics, you may use PHYSICS4KIDS or PHYICS.

c. You may also look in the box labeled GENERAL SCIENCE if you had trouble finding what you need.
